Another new product is ATl 500-MIL™ high-hard steel plate for armor
applications. ATI 500-MIL™ steel meets the demanding specification for
superior ballistic performance and is easier to fabricate than other 500
Brunell-class materials. With greater flatness, hardness, consistency and
stability, it’s a marked improvement over earlier high-hard steel products.

Aluminide-MIL™ Metal Matrix, a break-
through armor for defense. This innova-
tive material is a lighter-weight armor that
is compatible with composites and silicon
carbide fibers.
